PREAMBLE

S8ince the announcement of Mr Patten’s maiden policy speech on 7 October 1992,
we at the Social Sciences Research Centre of the University of Hong Kong have
been closely monitoring the development of public opinion towards different
issues. Sixteen weekly polls have hitherto been conducted under the Public
Opinion Programme (POP) to survey public opinion on policy speech issues
alone, another nine polis on related topics were also conducted,

Enquiries for our poll findings were numerous, most of the time after the
press reported them. At this point in time, shortly before the Legislative
Councitiors scrutinize the reform proposals put before them, we feel it’s time
to assimilate our poll findings so far, in order to provide an easy reference
for policy-makers and the general public alike.

HIGHLIGHT OF MAJOR FINDINGS

Findings from our key tracking questions relating to Mr Patten’s political
reform proposals have shown that there are three phases of opinion development
since the anncuncement of Mr Patten’s maiden policy speech on 7 October 1992,
Due to the success of Mr Patten’s publicity campaign shortly after his arrival
in Hong Kong, public support for his policy speech started off with quite
remarkable support at around 40% level, with practically zero opposition.
This lasted about a month, then, after unprecedented severe attacks delivered
by the Chinese officials, support dwindled and opposition gathered force.
This lasted more than a month until there was an upturn in about mid-December
1992. The Tevel of support, and opposition, has stabilized since then.

The general level of support for Mr Patten’s reform proposals has stabilized
at around 35% "for", 15% “against”, and 50% neutral, and if people could be
further sensitized (say, by a referendum), both the "for” and "against” sides
can go up for another 10%. We therefore conclude Mr Patten ¢an claim support,
but not majority support.

On the other hand, although there were continual "heavy” exchanges between the
Chinese and British governments, discussions over specific proposals were
rare, very much due to the boycotting attitude of the Chinese. POP Poll
record shows that even four months after the announcement of the proposals,
only 15% of the population felt comfortably sure that they understood the
reform package as a whole. Compared to the 17% at the end of 1992,
improvement knowledge-wise was slight.
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Pinned down to the specific proposals, our polls have found that the degree
of support for different proposals differs widely, from 30% to 70%. There was
strong support over the expansion of functional constituencies, and the
introduction of more directly elected District Board and municipal council
members, but opposition against the abolition of appointed seats was strong.
The Towering of voting age, although not disputed at the political level, did
not receive overwheIming support from the general public.

What, then, should be the next step forward? This, of course, could not be
answered by public opinion alone. The author has always stressed the
importance of impartiality in data analysis and interpretation, and is not,
therefore, in the best position to offer any answer. Nevertheless, our poll
findings have shown an increasing demand for mutual concessions from both
sides, and failing that, the first gesture from Mr Patten. Even if put to the
Legco, endorsement with amendments might well be a move appreciated by the
public, more as a gesture of compromise, than a result of meticulous
deliberation.

To conclude, it might not be unwise to ask two questions:

What has everyone gained? Mr Patten has succeeded to bring out his message
of a quicker pace of democracy, and a new style of governarship. The Chinese
government has succeeded to keep the public’s attention away from the specific
proposals, and to bring out the message that Hong Kong is not "an island towed
400 miles away” (using Mr Lee Kuan Yew’s words). Hong Kong people, never
before, has succeeded to demonstrate the importance of public opinion, and the
democratic process.

But what has everyone lost? Mr Patten has lost his ptan, his popularity, and
his health. China has 1ost Hong Kong peopie’s confidence, while Hong Kong
people has lost their peace of mind.

A balance sheet is not easy, and in any ¢ase, may not be meaningful. What is

important, according to public opinion at least, is that the whole issue be
finally resolved in the long-term benefit of Hong Kong.

RESEARCH DESIGN

Standard POP Pol11 research design was adopted for all of the polls reported
here, which essentially involved two levels of random sampling.

At the first level, telephone numbers were first randomly drawn from the
Hongkong Telecomm Residential Telephone Directories to become seed numbers,
ancther set of numbers were then generated from these numbers using the "plus/
minus digit” method to capture possible unlisted numbers. The two sets of
numbers were then mixed together and randomized to become the final telephone
sample.

At the second level, target respondents of the survey were drawn from members
of selected households using the "next birthday rule”. Only Cantonese
speakers aged 18 years old and above were selected. Contact information,
including sample size and response rates, were reported in separate POP Poll
reports.
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The 1ist ciearly shows that opinion over specific proposals differs widely,
not just in terms of support, but also in terms of “no opinion". Over
technical issues 1like re-defining boundaries of the constituencies, the
"single seat single vote” system, and even the separation of Legislative and
Executive Councils, the amount of "don’t knows"™ arse much larger than that for
others.

As on the degree of support, consistent opposition was found against the
proposed abolition of appointed seats in the District Boards and the municipal
councils, whereas support was strongest at the introduction of more direct
elected seats at those councils, as well as the expansion of functional
constituencies to cover all occupations. The 1little debated issue of lowering
the voting age to 18 received only marginal support.

To sum up, it can be seen that the public is in favour of the introduction of
more direct elections, as well as wider participation at the different
councils. However, because the specific proposals have not bheen thoroughly
discussed, and the population®s knowledge of them are stil1 superficial, their
opinion might well change, especially if concrete counter-proposals would be
made and widely discussed.

The next step forward

At some point 1ip time, there were calls for a referendum. Our POP Poll of
Tate October shows that 55.3% of the respondents agreed to a referendum (Q6),
subsequent POP Polls 1in November and December found that about the same
percentage of the population were prepared to vote had there been a
referendum. Nevertheless, the author must stress that public opinion should
not itself dictate public policy, especially when an issue 1is not well
explored.

what if put to Legco? POP Polls conducted from December through February
shows that only about 25% were in favour of Mr Patten withdrawing his
proposals (Q45), but even then, the main consideration was for the long-term
benefit of Hong Kong, rather than as mere submission to the pressure from
china (Q46). On the other hand, for those who felt that Mr Patten should
press on, they also had in mind Hong Kong’s long-term benefit, as well as the
merits of the proposals themselves, rather than to resist China (047). If put
to the Legco, more than 40% would like to see the proposals passed, with or
without amendments (Q48), although there are growing number of people who
would like to have the proposals amended.

Given that more than 50% of the population do not understand the propeosals
(Q32), the call for amendment is probably a more a show of stance, than based
on critical analysis. This is clearly brought out in respondents’ answer to
Q51 and @52, that (in mid-December) Mr Patien has committed mistakes, but the
chinese side have committed even more mistakes, yet, when it comes to the
question of who should back down first (Q29), more people thought that Mr
Patten, rather than China, should make the first gesture, but even more people
would like to see concessions from both sides, and the demand is growing.
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GENERAL FINDINGS

(Please refer to the Chinese questions appended for exact wording of the
questions. The questions are numbered in sequence to facilitate cross-
references. Because the data reported in POP Polls have been adjusted to a
half-half gender distribution, the figures in the tables may not add up
exactly.)

Major tracking guestions on policy issues

There were altogether three major tracking questions on Mr Patten’s proposals,
namely:

Q1. How satisfied are you with Mr Patten’s policy speech?

Q30. Do you support Mr Patten’s political reform packages?

Qr. If there were a referendum tomorrow, would you vote for or against Mr
Patten’s political reform package?

Results of these tracking questions are presented in Section 2 of this report
in the form of tables and charts. It can be seen that there are three phases
of opinion development since 7 October 1992. Immediately after the proposals
were announced, up to early November, support fluctuated somewhat, but stayed
at relatively high level, this was the first phase. Between early November
and mid-December, opposition rose and support dwindled, this was the second
phase. From then to early February (at the time of compiliing this report),
support was regained, and stabilized somewhat, this was the third phase.
There could be a variety of reasons for such ups and downs: China’s action,
and the public’s reaction was probably the most crucial factor. At this
stage’s development, the public has already experienced the severest pressure
from Beijing, and has probably accustomed to it, although all the way still
hoping for a peaceful solution, as data from the another sub-section of this
report shows. Mr Patten’s personal appeal was, of course, anocther factor,
especially at the early (and pre-speech) stage of development, as the next
section shows.

The general level of satisfaction for Mr Patten’s policy speech, taken as a
whole, has stabilize at around 30%, dissatisfaction slightly more than 10%,
and about 60% "neither this nor that”. The level of support for his political
reform package, taken alone, has stabilized at about 35% “for”, 15% “against”,
and 50% neutral. If mobilized (say, by a referendum), the level of support
can become 45% "for"”, 25% “against”, and 30% “"abstained". We can therefore
safely conclude that there are more people supporting Mr Patten’s proposals
than against them, but there is also a large silent majority who is not likely
to be persuaded in cne way or another. Mr Patten can therefore ¢laim support,
but not majority support.

Popularity of Mr Patten

The major question used to track Mr Patten’s popularity was:

Using a scale ranging from 0~-100 to measure your support for the
Governor Mr Patten, 0 stands for absolute no support, 100 stands
for absolute support, and 50 stands for “neutral™. How many
points would you give him?
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Mr Patten’s popularity has been tracked from April 1992, since he was
nominated Governor of Hong Kong. Our record clearly shows that there was a
rapid upsurge in popularity between May and October 1992, during what we call
“pre-policy speech phase”. This probably explains the high degree of support
his proposals gained at the first week or s¢ after he delivered his policy
speech. Bearing in mind that his specific proposals have not been extensively
understood by the public even at this stage, people’s initial support for his
proposals must have heen based very much on the way Mr Patten presented them,
his charisma in responding to the public’s questioning, as well his new style
of governorship. A few weeks after 7 October 1993, his popularity declined,
and subsequently fluctuated in roughly the same pattern as the public’s
support for his reform proposals, as shown in Section 2.

From December onward, according to findings from Q49, roughly 35% of the
population considered Mr Patten a good governor, while only 20% or so
considered him no good. About 30% considered him average, and more than 10%
without an opinien. This pattern has become rather stable. However,
according to a POP Poll conducted at the peak of his popularity, in October
1992, when compared to directly elected Legislative Councillors as a whole,
people stil] trust the Councillors more than the Governor (@5). It thus seems
that although Mr Patten has enjoyed considerable success in bringing forth a
new form of governorship, it still takes time for him to gain people’s trust.
This is especially vivid when the level of trust for the Hong Kong Government
on the whole has remainsed high, at more than 50% (Q26), which is much higher
than that for the British and the Chinese governments (Q27, Q28), as well as
Mr Patten himself.

The Chinese factor

If popular support for Mr Patten’s proposals was initially due to the "spill-
over™ of his personal charisma, the dramatic drop in popular suppert between
sarly November and mid-December must have been due to the fiercest attacks
ever made by the Beijing to a Hong Kong Govenor. This brings out the
importance of the China factor. What, then, was people’s feeling towards
China?

China has demanded Patten to withdraw his political reform package before any
discussion could be held, our POP Poll of mid-December found that half the
population did not found this to be reasonable (Q55), only 29.0% agreaed with
China. Throughout December, January, and February, only slightly more than
25% of the population thought that he should withdraw his proposals (245), and
in October, about half of the poputation believed that he should press ahead
for more democracy even if the Chinese government opposed it (Q4).

The mid-December POP Poll also asked the question of whether respondents felt
that Mr Patten’s proposal on the Election Committee has contradicted the Basic
Law (Q55). Oniy 10.4% said yes, 34.7% "no", and 54.9% “"don’t know",
indicating that most people did not feel that the Chinese argument was
Justified. Hone the less, at the same poll, 45.9% felt that Mr Patten had
committed some mistakes in the dispute, but an even large portion of 58.2%
falt that the Beijing was wrong (@51 and @52). The concept of convergence put
forward by the Chinese, however, did receive strong support from the
population (@53 and Q54). This is probably the most convincing part of the
Chinese argument as perceived by the general public.
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Trust for the Chinese government has remained Tow {probably has remained so
after the June 4 Incident). Findings from Q27 shows that the level of trust
for the Chinese government, though climbing, has remained low compared to that
for the Hong Kong government. The December reading was around 20%, and the
February reading was about 27%. The POP Poll of early December shows that
people who have lost confidence in the future of Hong Kong mainly blamed the
Chinese government for undermining their confidence (Q25), and when asked to
guess why China objects to the reform package (Q21), almost one-quarter of the
respondents thought that China did so because they wanted to assert their
influence. It thus seems that although China has managed to exert pressure
on the Hong Kong people, and would probably be able to influence Hong Kong’s
future development without great difficulty, it would take quite some time to
develop a trusting relationship between Hong Kong and China.

Specific reform _proposals

Much due to the boycotting attitude of the Chinese, there were very little
discussions over the specific proposals. As a result, the population was
rather unfamiliar with the reform proposals. POP Polls conducted in December,
January, and February found there were never more than 18% of the population
feeling comfortably sure of the content of the proposails (Q32), and more than
50% said they did not understand the proposals. This 50% level of ignorance
has remained very constant in the past few months, and makes one wonder how
much knowledge the public has in deciding their opinion for or against the
proposals as a whole.

This, however, is not to say that public opinion towards specific issues is
ambivalent. When prompted the different proposals, sometimes with brief
explanations, differential opinion towards the different parts of Mr Patten’s
political reform package could be mapped. Here are the results from Q33 to
Q40, collected over the months, and arranged according to the degree of public
support: -
